The NSW Oaks barrier draw will be conducted immediately prior to the offering of Lot 454 an Art
Major x Trendy Brooke filly which herself on pedigree is a potential future star of the racetrack.
Trendy Brooke is the dam of four black type performers including the mare Trend Setter 1:55.6 and
the winner of almost $200,000.

The Ladyship Mile barrier draw will be
conducted immediately prior to the offering
of Lot 503 another Art Major filly which is

the first foal from the former juvenile star
Dance A Rainbow. Dance A Rainbow featured
in the Australian Pacing Gold, Vicbred Series,
Australasian Breeders Crown and the Bathurst
Gold Bracelet during her racing career.
